The General Board of Branson Christian Church (Disciples of Christ) has adopted a vision report that will shape
its direction for the next several years and will focus the ministry of the congregation. Over the next several
weeks there will be meetingsin small groups to present the details of the report and discuss the new direc-

tion. The congregation will celebrate its commitment to the new direction in Worship on Sunday, September 12.

The vision statement adoted as part of the report:

Branson Christian Church (Disciples of Christ) passionately proclaims God's |ove through worship, community,
learning and service.

First Christian Church of Pleasant Hill

When | began this article about what's happening in Pleasant Hill, | had alist of nine projects that we have finished,
arefinishing, or in the process of going forward. Itisabig list for a church with the same financial and attendance
struggles as every other Congregation in our Area. Let me share my list thisway:

First, we are in the process of remodeling our kitchen and fellowship hall. The kitchen will be done - with new ap-
pliances, flooring, and paint, for our Mission Meal on July 4th. Why is this so important? Because we are doing at
least three meals aweek in our church, and that is just the regular weekly calendar! We have aweekly Sunday
Breakfast, a Disciples Men's Group on Tuesday Mornings, and a Disicples Women's Bible Study on Tuesday

night. That doesn't include the Scout Troop, and the fellowship meals we frequently have.

Second, we are in the process of remodeling our Shepherding Program with our Elders and our Sunday School /
Adult Bible Classes. Thisfall wewill have 4 Adult Bible Classes that will function as Shepherding Groups with
the Elders guiding the ministry of Evangelism, Pastoral Care, and Discipleship.

Third, we are in the process of remodeling our Mission Outlook. Our Mission Team went to Lake Charles, LA this
year, and they are involved with the local Christ Serve Project with our Lay Clergy Council. We have taken on the
calling asaMission Minded Church.

Fourth, we are in the process of remodeling ministry and celebrating anniversaries. Our church cameinto being in
1845. Our current Pastor has been here 10 of those years and counting. Three years ago our Lay Clergy Council
opened our Thrift Store and Offices for the Food Pantry, Utility Assistance, and other ministries in our commu-
nity. We mark these occasions with joy.

Fifth, We are remodeling the process of worship in new ways. On July 11th our Disciples Women will lead the two
Worship Services as we celebrate Church World Service's Blanket Sunday. Thisis just one way we utilize the peo-
ple of our congregation to share at the Welcoming Table in Worship and Service and Study and Stewardship.

Finally, we are remodeling the process of communication in new ways. On July 25th we are beginning two new
classes. Onewill be a Sunday School / Adult Bible Class for our Y oung Adults using a new style of learning and
study. Later that night we begin our Dave Ramsey Financial Peace University. Theideaisto open up our church
to new people, new ideas, new hope, and new ministry and mission. We are on facebook, the world wide web, and
even occasionally atwitter or two.

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Rev Winkler to assist in Radio Installation in Congo.

Rev. John Park Winkler, Interim at Branson Christian Church, has been asked to travel to the Disciples Commu-
nity of the Democratic Republic of Congo (DRC) thisfall to assist in the installation of the solar powered, two
way radio system which the Disciples Amateur Radio Fellowship (DARF) is building in co-operation with the
church there.

"Our task, in the two weeks we will be there, isto install three of the 11 stations ready for installation and to teach
representatives of the church there in how to set up the their stations themselves,” says John Park. "I am honored
to be invited to assist with the process. It is humbling to have my 51 years of Ham Radio experience recognized,
along with my Electrical Engineering degree and the gifts of teaching that | have used for yearsin ministry."

Winkler isthe current President of DARF, an association of Amateur Radio operators established in the 1950's to
help provide Radio Communications for overseas mission personnel and provide on the air fellowship among
Amateur Radio operators related to the Christian Church, (Disciples of Christ.)

The radio system being installed in DRC will link supervisory posts separated by hundreds of miles. Currently,
communication is limited, often being messages carried by canoe and several days of walking.

Final dates for the trip have not yet been set.

Camdenton Community Christian Church Hosts Re-Entry Event

Community Christian Church in Camdenton hosted an inaugural event for offender reentry in Camden County on
Tuesday, June 22. Entitled “Community Safety Day,” the event drew service providers, law enforcement, pastors
and interested individuals from all over the county who share a concern for the growing numbers of prisoners being
released into communities with little or no resources to safely and successfully assimilate them back into productive
lifestyles. Speakers stressed the proven importance of faith community involvement in successful reentry, and
urged churches to undergo training in mentoring and addiction recovery support. Camdenton CCC has two lay
members involved on the local Missouri Reentry Process committee.
